MEAL Bundle Display 
A grouping of products 
when all products are 
purchased together. 
Entrée (sandwich) + 
snack item + drink.

SNACK Bundle Display 
A grouping of two 
products when both 
products are 
purchased together. 
Snack item + drink.

Point of Sales is a 
term used by Coca- 
Cola to refer to Point 
of Purchase. Point of 
Sales is also called 
Messaging.

Out of Stock (OOS) 
No bottles or cans 
present for a 
particular Coca-Cola 
product based on 
Plan-O-Gram or 
shelf tags, one or 
the other must be 
present to 
determine in-stock 
situation.

ISOTONIC BEVERAGE 
Still beverages which 
are sports drink used 
to replace fluids and 
electrolytes lost during 
prolonged exercise.

Still Beverages Non-
carbonated beverages 
such as water, juice, 
Gold Leaf tea.

Out of Date Products 
(OOD)
Products with expiration 
dates that have passed.

PRO CENTER  

Pro Center refers 
to the area in 
Home Depot 
stores where 
consumers buy 
bulk lumber.
